PURPOSE: To establish the jurisdiction over civil infraction cases in the district court and
family division of the circuit court.

IT IS ORDERED:

1. The circuit court waives jurisdiction over all civil infractions alleged to have been
committed by juveniles within the geographic jurisdiction of the district court. except for
cases in which a misdemeanor arising out of the same incident of the civil infraction is
filed with the circuit court. If a juvenile is charged with a misdemeanor and a civil
infraction that arises out of the same incident, the circuit court shall retain the jurisdiction
over the civil infraction.

2. Upon execution of this agreement, the district court has jurisdiction over the juvenile in
the same manner as if an adult had committed the civil infraction.

3. The assessment and distribution of fines and costs shall be as if an adult had committed
the civil infraction.

4, Copies of this administrative order shall be provided to all affected law enforcement
agencies.

5. Administrative Orders 2000-02J (12™ District Court) and 2000-3J (4" Circuit Court) are
hereby rescinded
